Coming up with an
interesting guitar design
isn’t easy these days. Guitar
players tend to be a pretty
conservative bunch when it
comes to their instruments, and
to be fair there’s only so much
you can do in terms of shapes
without making something
that’s either uncomfortable
or even downright ugly
just for the sake of being
a bit different.
But there is another
option; take a familiar
classic and paint it! New
kids on the block Indie
Guitars have done just
that with the 50-year-old
outline of Gibson’s most
famous creation, plus a
series of upfront graphics
that are about as far away
from the original’s usual
traditional sunburst-over-

flame-maple as you could imagine.
The make-over is slightly more than
just skin-deep too, although it's
perhaps not obvious at first.

BODY & NECK

So it’s in the Gibson Les Paul camp —
careful Indie, the big G is throwing its
legal weight around at the moment —
with a paint job. Well, not quite. The
‘normal’ construction method for one
of these involves a maple-capped
mahogany body, and a mahogany
neck. This produces a warm, fat,
midrange-heavy tone but which can
sometimes be a little too thick and rich
for some, just like an overdose of
chocolate cake.

The Indie uses these same woods,
but rather differently. The body is all-
mahogany, with no separate cap, and
the neck is maple. The maple neck
may be familiar if you recognise one of
the inspirations for the multi-ring
‘target’ graphics — Zakk Wylde’s
